Invited speakers

Goodman, Gail, Distinguished Professor, PhD, Department of Psychology,
UC Davis, USA and Director of the Center for Public Policy Research at the
University of California, Davis.

She is widely credited with starting the modern scientific study of children's
eyewitness memory and child victims as witnesses in legal contexts. Professor
Goodman publishes widely, has received numerous grants, and has been honored
with many national and international awards. She has consulted with numerous
governments and agencies throughout the world on policies and research concerning
child victims in the legal system. She serves as a consultant for the Special Assault
Forensic Evaluation Center of the Sacramento County Child Protective Services.
She is a fellow of many professional organizations, including the Association for
Psychological Science and the American Psychological Association. Professor
Goodman is also a member of the Psychonomics Society, Society for Research in
Child Development, American Professional Society on the Abuse of Children
(Founding Member), International Society for the Prevention of Child Abuse and
Neglect, and International Society for Traumatic Stress Studies. She has served as
president of three divisions (Division 37, Society for Child and Family Policy and
Practice; Division 41, American Psychology-Law Society; and Division 7,
Developmental Psychology) and one Section (Child Maltreatment) of the American
Psychological Association.

Professor Goodman's research falls into two major areas: memory development
and children's abilities and experiences as victims/witnesses. In the memory
development area, her work explores theoretical issues concerning the relation
between trauma and memory, attachment and memory, and semantic and episodic
memory, as well as the relation between emotion and memory. In the victim/witness
area, her research focuses on children's ability to provide testimony about events
they have experienced or witnessed, especially events related to child abuse, and on
the psychological effects on children and adults of legal and social service
involvement. Her studies have been cited in U.S. Supreme Court decisions.

Professor Goodman has received many awards for her research as well as two
teaching and mentoring awards for graduate and undergraduate instruction. Of note,
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she received the 2017 Award for Distinguished Contributions to Research in Public
Interest (Senior) from the American Psychological Association; two Distinguished
Contributions awards in 2005 from the American Psychological Association (the
Distinguished Contributions to Research in Public Policy Award, as well as the
Distinguished Professional Contributions to Applied Research Award); the Urie
Bronfenbrenner Award for Lifetime Contribution to Developmental Psychology in
the Service of Science and Society in 2008 from Division 7 (Developmental
Psychology) of the American Psychological Association; the James McKeen Cattell
Award for Lifetime Contributions to Applied Psychological Research in 2012 from
the Association for Psychological Science; and the Distinguished Contributions to
Psychology and Law Award from Division 41 (the American Psychology-Law
Society) of the American Psychological Association. In addition, Professor
Goodman's accomplishments were recognized with an Honorary Doctorate from the
University of Oslo, Norway, in 2017.

Veresov, Nikolai, Associate Professor, PhD, Faculty of Education, Monash
University, Australia

Dr. Nikolay Veresov has an experience as a day care Centre and kindergarten
teacher (1987-1991) and secondary school teacher (1982-1987). He has got his first
PhD degree in Moscow in 1990 and started his academic career in Murmansk
(Russia) as a senior lecturer (1991-1993) and the Head of Department of Early
Childhood (1993-1997). The second PhD was obtained in University of Oulu
(Finland) in 1998. From 1999 to 2011 he had been affiliated to Kajaani Teacher
Training Department (Finland) as a Senior Researcher and the Scientific Director of
the international projects. He published 5 books and over 60 articles available in 10
languages. His area of interests is development in early years, cultural-historical
theory and research methodology. His research interests lie in the sphere of child
development, cultural-historical theory, and cultural-historical research
methodology in Early Childhood. Currently he is a Head of Early Years Academic
community, Faculty of Education, Monash University, a Deputy Head of Early
Years Academic community, Faculty of Education, Monash University, a co-leader
of the Child and Community Development Faculty research group (FRG),a member
of the Faculty of education Research Committee, a member and Australasian
regional coordinator of the International society of cultural-historical activity
research (ISCAR) Executive Committee, and an Australian Research Council
(ARC) grant proposals evaluator.

He is known for his research in the field of social psychology and personality
psychology, cognitive psychology and developmental psychology, as well as in the
field of medicine and pedagogy. His scientific interests belong to the sphere of time
perspective and orientation to the future, interaction of the individual and the social
context, adaptation and standardization of psychological tests, data analysis. He
teaches courses on psychometrics, research methodologies and environmental
psychology. He participated in research projects aimed at the adaptation, validation
and standardization of tests and questionnaires for the Latvian population (WISC-
IV, ABAS-II, ASEBA, DIBELS). As part of the ERASMUS program, he lectured
at the Immanuel Kant Baltic Federal University (Russia, 2011) and Mykolas
Romeris University (Lithuania, 2016).
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
